	Learning Intentions:

	I am learning to:

	Success Criteria:

	· I am able to name the Protected Characteristics from the Equality Act 2010
· I am  able to explain the terminology defined within the unit in discussion
· I have engaged with the views and opinions of my classmates in exploring the Protected Characteristics

· I have used my skills and knowledge to work with others to create and deliver a presentation for my classmates

· I have reflected on Sacred Scripture and what it tells me about love of my neighbour and the dignity of the human person.




	Key Vocabulary from TIOF:

	Planning Outline (including what pupils could write /say/make/do as a result of learning):

	Teacher will take class through Powerpoint presentation
Slides 1 – 5: setting the context, defining terms and encouraging discussion about love of neighbour; Golden Rule; Common Good. Introducing appropriate scripture passages as stimulus for discussion on how we are called to treat others.

Slides 6 – 16: the history of the law trying to tackle evils of discrimination. Involves pupils gathering new knowledge, then trying to describe the impact of such discrimination on the lives of those living without legal protection, and think how that would feel, evaluating whether one period would be better/worse than another.
Slides 17 – 42: Equality Act 2010. Pupils will be introduced to the Protected Characteristics, and will complete and correct a quiz on the Act.

Slides 43 – 61:Pupils will be asked, in groups, to complete a research task looking at the experiences, historic and current, of people who live within the Protected Characteristics. As an example of how this task should be done, teacher will use slides  48 – 61, which focuses on the Protected Characteristic of Sexual Orientation. Pupils will be given broad headings for the structure of the presentation.
N.B. – To accompany this section, there is a supplementary lesson pack on the Stonewall Riots (see notes with Slide 55). This could be used in conjunction with this, but it is designed as a History lesson and so could be offered to Social Subjects classes as part of a BGE IDL project.

Slides 62 – 64 – Instructions for task. Once each group completes task, there will be presentations. As each group delivers their presentation, others are expected to complete their “New Knowledge” sheet, gathering main points for use in next task.

Slide 65 – Review of learning. Pupils share “New Knowledge”, then write a reflective piece on what they have learned and its impact on them.
Slide 66 – Time of quiet reflection on scripture and personal reaction, led by teacher
