We would then invite each schools to send all of their art work as digital images and to decide which one song and one prayer they would like to send to SCES by September 30th 2021.  Once we have received them all we will create a virtual art exhibition, a prayer resource AND we will ask some musical friends to help us choose one song to become our Laudato Si’ Schools Scotland anthem!
