Laudato Si’ Scotland Artwork and Political Engagement for COP26:
In addition to sharing all you are doing as a Laudato Si’ school with the Pope, we would also like to ask for your help in preparing for the World Leaders coming to Glasgow for the Global COP26 conference in November.  For their visit, SCES has applied to have pupils attend the conference on 2 days to share their experience of climate change, poverty and the environment.  For this we will be creating videos, interviewing schools and we would like to display some original art work by pupils based on the Encyclical.  

We would therefore like to invite all schools to encourage pupils to create a piece of original art work based on their learning, prayer and action as a Laudato Si’ School.  We invite each school to send all of their art work as digital images to SCES by September 30th 2021.  Once we have received them all we will create a virtual art exhibition for the COP26 conference and we may ask for some of the original pieces to frame and display.

We would also like to collate questions that senior pupils want to pose to our local, national and UK politicians based on the Pope’s call to action as we are also planning to host an event with politicians for senior phase pupils.  At this event pupils will be able to ask questions about each political party’s action to tackle poverty and challenge climate change.  

We know how busy school life is at the moment, and so we know that you may only have time to send us the bullet points of what you are doing.  We are grateful for any update that you can send.
