	Learning Intentions:

	I am learning:
· the importance of identity to human beings, and I can understand that this is a complex idea composed of many characteristics
· that the Equality Act 2010 sets out to protect people from discrimination based upon these characteristics, and I can describe these
· that the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child offers special protection to children

· that some people struggle to come to terms with difference, and that this can lead to discriminatory and bullying behaviour
· the deeper meaning of the call of the Christian to love others, and to act accordingly; I can share my response to this
· that Justice, Respect and Compassion are essential elements in bringing about God’s Kingdom, and this requires me to challenge prejudice
· that we are all called to live with love, and to be reconciled with one another after situations of conflict.



	Success Criteria:

	· I can explain what is meant by saying that all people are made in the image and likeness of God
· I am able to explain what it means to treat people with dignity, justice, respect and compassion
· I have engaged with the views and opinions of my classmates in exploring the Equality Act and the Rights of the Child 
· I have used my skills and knowledge to work with others to express and share my opinions with my classmates

· I have reflected on Sacred Scripture and what it means to “do to others what you would have them do to you”, and how this challenges me to speak and act against prejudice.
· I have prayed about and reflected upon the call to be reconciled in situations of hurt.



	Key Vocabulary from TIOF:

	Planning Outline (including what pupils could write /say/make/do as a result of learning):

	Teacher will take class through Powerpoint presentation
Slides 1 – 8: setting the context, defining terms and encouraging discussion about identity and human dignity and uniqueness. Pupils will look at how we use characteristics to define identity, and will produce their own identity card.
Slides 9 – 10: what it means to say that all human beings are made in the image and likeness of God, and the impact of that idea on how we would expect to be treated, and on how we treat others
Slides 11 – 16: How social attitudes are formed, and how they can be influenced by the law, both at a national and a global level. Pupils will examine various social attitudes which may have seem entrenched at the time, but which have been changed and denormalised through law and practice. They will look specifically at the Equality Act 2010 and the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child. Pupils will offer examples of how these laws and conventions are observed/ignored
Slides 17-20 Pupils will look at why it is we can find it so difficult to deal with difference, and some of the ways they see this in their own context. They will reflect upon and describe how they themselves deal with difference, or how they might seem “different” to others
Slides 21 – 29: Pupils will look at how the Christian belief in the innate dignity of all human beings requires us to challenge prejudiced action and language. They will be asked to react to a hypothetical story of discrimination and bullying, and to explain their reactions. They will then complete a carousel task as a way of gathering a range of responses to inform their own personal response.
Slide 30-31 – How we deal with conflict, find reconciliation and start anew. Pupils are asked to say what advice they would give to the fictional characters in the hypothetical situation, and to suggest ways in which we can heal the hurt caused in such situations. Pupils are urged to find out their school’s policy on how to deal with situations of bullying, prejudice  and discrimination, and to do what they can to make sure that all pupils are equipped with that knowledge for the common good of their school.
Slides 32-33– Time of prayer and reflection, led by teacher
